Part 1. Report document (40%)

1.1. Idea and originality

e The motivation for the project is perfectly clear.
e Theidea is valid and unique or is a novel extension of existing work.

1.2. Background and literature review

e Atleast 3 related works are cited and references correctly given.
e Cited work is discussed in relation to the proposed work.

1.3. Clarity of implementation

e An accurate and complete explanation of the design and implementation is given.

1.4. Evidence of testing

e Atestin areal environment with evaluation (e.g. client feedback) is given.

1.5. Completeness

e The report covers all the sections required by the template and every section is
covered in sufficient detail.

1.6. Use of figures and tables

e Figures and tables are used appropriately, are relevant to the content, and assist
understanding of the topic.
e All figures and tables are correctly presented and referred to in the text.

1.7. Language and plagiarism

e There are few or no errors in the language usage, grammar or spelling.
e No apparent plagiarism.
